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Black has a dangerous queenside pawn majority & threatens 1...Qh1+  2 Kg4, Qd1+  (Scherzer – Mathe 1989).  However his exposed king gives White a chance of a spectacular speedy win.
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Focus on Junior Chess today.  The World Youth Championships recently concluded in Greece with close to 1000 juniors competing in separate Boys & Girls Championships Under 18, 16, 14, 12 &10 yrs.  Australia had 19 entries in various age groups with the outstanding performance being Raymond Song’s 8/11 (=6th in Boys Under 10) while in the Under 18 Boys Tomek Rej had an excellent 6/11 (=29th in a field of over 100).  Winner was the Azerbaijani sensation GM Shakhiriyaz Mamedyarov, unbeaten on 10/11, 2 points ahead of the field.  Here is a game of his:

a)  Rather than 8...e5 Black opts for a Benoni set-up.

b)  Threatens 18 Bg5 which if played now would be met by (17 Bg5) 17...Bxc3! 18 bxc3, Rxe2! 19 Qxe2, Qxg5  20 Rxb7, Rc8 with advantage Black.

c)  Speculative sacrifice to gain black square domination & a kingside attack.

d)  No better is 18 fxe3, f5  19 Be2, Be5 again with an attack.

e)  A natural move to open the queenside for counterplay.

f)  Black does not worry about a White rook incursion to the 7th.

g)  Not interested in regaining sacrificed material, Black pursues his attack.

h)  Not 30 Qxd4? Nxf3+  31 gxf3, Ne2+.

i)  Again not 31 Qxd4? h2++.

j)  31...Qxh3?? hands the game to White – 32 Qg5+.

k)  The switchback has further weakened White’s broken kingside.

l)  34 f4 would set Black more problems.

m) 36 Rxf1, Qg3+  37 Kh1, Qxh3+  38 Qh2, Qxf1+  39 Qg1, Qxg1++.
