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How does Black win in Arnold-Duras 1920 (two vartiations – 4/5 moves)?
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Today’s story follows on naturally from last week’s column which reported on the Corus Tournament & the Australian Junior Championships at Hale.  I am indebted to Joe Klimczak  for e-mailing me details. As I stated, the Group A event in the Netherlands was only one of many competitions played simultaneously at Wijk aan Zee and the winner of one of the lesser events took much of the spotlight. Magnus Carlsen from Norway, aged 13, won Group C with a score of 10.5/13 with a rating performance of 2702, securing his first Grandmaster norm after 7 rounds.  Magnus has a photographic memory & studies chess 4-5 hours a day.  His parents have sold their second car & rented their house so they can accompany Magnus in tournaments around the world. Next year at Wijk aan Zee he will play in Group B where victory would qualify him for Group A in 2006.  Here is his victory over the runner-up:
