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           Besides Lasker, Capablanca & Alekhine, New York 1924 participants included:

   Frank Marshall (1878-1944),  spectacular romanticist from USA, won Cambridge Springs 1904 ahead of    Lasker &  Havana 1913 ahead of Capablanca,  lost  World Championship match against Lasker in 1907 by 3.5 – 11.5. 

   Efim Bogoljubov (1889-1952), born in the Ukraine, becoming a German national in 1927.  He won Moscow 1925 ahead of Lasker & Capablanca, lost 2 World Championship matches against Alekhine, 9.5-15.5 in 1929 & 10.5-15.5 in 1934.

   Richard Reti (1889-1929), born in Pezzinok, Hungary (later Czechoslovakia), the most famous proponent of the hyper-modern school - the opening 1 Nf3, d5  2 c4 was named after him.

 Saveielly Tartakower (1887-1956), gambler & most witty of chess writers,  born in Russia, became a   French citizen.

  David Janowski (1868-1927), born in Poland, became a French national, the only player apart from     Tarrasch to defeat 4 World Champions (Steinitz, Lasker, Capablanca, Alekhine), heavily defeated in 2 World Championship matches against Lasker in 1909 & 1910, winning only once in 21 games.

  Other players were Geza Maroczy (Hungary), Frederick Dewhurst Yates (UK), Edward Lasker        (USA). 

As well as being a struggle between the 3 World Champions, New York also pitted hyper-modern chess against the more traditional classical style.  Although the Kings Indian Defence, with Yates being one of its pioneers & advocates, failed to achieve more than passable results, the Reti Opening was surely a great success with Reti scoring +7, =1, -2, Tartakower 2/2 & Alekhine 0.5/1 with 1 Nf3. Here is Reti’s win which gained him the Best Game Prize & inflicted on Capablanca his first loss in 9 years:
