a)  Rather than play for an immediate king-side attack with 10...Nd7 followed by  ...f5/f4 Black seeks to open the centre, leading to weaknesses which White seeks to exploit.

b)  Despite losing the exchange, Black’s king-side pawn majority + the strong knight outpost on d4 will give him real chances.

c)  Black’s attack has regained the exchange & netted a pawn. His central pawn mass & continued opportunities to attack White’s weakened king position give him a won game.

d)  To prevent the Black queen incursion ...Qf5/h5.

e)  Even the threat to the queen won’t stop the passed pawn’s ‘lust to expand’. 

f)  If 44 Nxd2, Rxd2  45 Re1, Rd1!

Vladimir Kramnik will defend his World Championship crown against Peter Leko 

(Hungary) in Brissago, Switzerland in a 14 game match starting on September 25.  In recent Professional Chess Player rankings Kramnik is 4th & Leko 6th.  Kasparov remains on top with Indian Vishy Anand 2nd.  3 Alexander Morozevich (Russia), 5 Vaselin Topolov (Bulgaria), 7 Judit Polgar (Hungary), 8 Peter Svidler (Russia), 9 Michael Adams (England) & 10 Nigel Short (England).  Anand was 2003 Player of the Year, well ahead of Svidler, Kramnik & Kasparov, in a poll of 358 chess journalists from 65 countries who nominated 10 players in order.  Judging was on 2003 performance & achievement rather than playing strength. 

The 2nd Cracovia Cup (19 players) resulted in tie for first place between Boyd McCamon (winner on count-back) & Tim Hare with 4.5/5.  Organiser of the event Andrzej Patron & Alex Janceski shared 3rd place with 4 pts. Unrated  Karol Miller (3) took out the Under 1700 prize.
