Do you know what a half-pins are?  The definition in Golembek’s Encyclopedia of Chess is ‘two pieces positioned on a line in such a way that if either moves off the line the other becomes completely pinned’.  Does this help to solve this problem (White to play & Mate in 2 – C Mansfield 1918)?

a)  Haydn is a player who regularly plays the same openings & defences.  The advantage is is you become very familiar & expert in these openings; the disadvantage is everyone knows what you play & will study up hard hoping find the best ways of meeting your pet lines. Many have tried to crack Haydn’s Leningrad (considered a slightly suspect defence) – very few have succeeded!

b)  This appears over ambitious.  After the exchanges in the centre Black is able to fork the c & f pawns.

c)  White may have expected 17...Bxc6 or ...Qxf2+ when White retains reasonable chances.  Black’s selected move traps the knight – 18 Nd4? Qxf2+  19 Kh1 Qxd4.

d)  A resourceful move which wins the Black queen, but it is at too great a cost.

e)  19...B/Ne6 could have been tried but would allow White some initiative trying to exploit the pin.

f)  22 Rxb4 is more active.

g)  White could hold out longer by challenging Black’s rook immediately with 24 Ra3.

h)  With the threat of 25...Bd5!

i)  If 27 Kf1, Rxa3  28 Bxa3, Ne3+.

SOLUTION:  1 Nc5 (threat 2 Qf2#):  whichever minor piece moves to prevent this mate leaves the other pinned, enabling White to mate on other squares – 1...Be3  2 Qd1#:  1...Be1  2 Bd1#:  1...Nd3  2 Qe4#:  1...Nd1  2 Qxd2#: all other moves (eg 1...Ke1) allow 2 Qf2#.
