Do you remember the Cordes Theme in problem composition?  Here’s an example - White to play & mate in 3 (Sam Loyd 1859):
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Easter is traditionally a time for tournaments and in WA the Easter tournament has traditionally been the Gufeld Cup. This year it was the Kingsley Open, with 7 rounds held over 3 days.  In a 20 player field joint winners were a very steady Andrew Kuklinski (+4, =3), back in Perth for a short break, & WA champion Haydn Barber (1 loss to Tim Hare). 3rd= were Tim Hare & David Ellis (5).  Brett O’Donohue (4.5) was the Under 1800 winner & Gary Donaldson (4) the Under 1400 winner.  

Across the country Australia’s top annual Easter event, the Doeberl Cup in Canberra attracted 206 entries (67 Open, 61 Major, 78 Minor).  Joint winners were Ian Rogers & Aleks Wohl (6/7).  The strength of the event can be guaged from the scores of GM Darryl Johansen (4) & Australian champion Gary Lane (4.5).  Here is a fine victory by one of the joint winners:

Many readers will be aware that Bobby Fischer was released from 9 months detention in Japan & flew to Reykavik, Iceland, with his Japanese partner Miyoko Watai on March 24.  This followed the granting of an Icelandic passport to Fischer, sanctioned by Icelandic parliament 40-0 with 2 abstentions, an act that took only 12 minutes for the 3 readings. Fischer’s first night of freedom in Iceland was spent in the same suite of the same hotel he occupied during his world championship match against Boris Spassky in 1972.
