The final round of the 2005 WA Championship was a real cliff hanger with 5 players in contention and the possibility of a four way tie for first place. Defending champion Haydn Barber trailed 12 year old Yita Choong by a half point and faced another young player in 19 year old Dennis Holland. Haydn eventually ground out a win against Dennis’s Petroff Defence. With queen and bishop against two rooks and bishop in his game against number two rated player Tim Hare, Yita was using his king to support the advance of his queenside passed pawns but was forced to surrender his queen to avoid mate, leaving Haydn with his 11th state title. Leading scores: 1 Barber (7/9), 2-4 Choong, Hare, Robert Maris (6.5), 5-8 Holland, David Ellis, Gordon Dunlop, John Fedec (6).

a) Nunns Chess Openings has 9...Be5  10 e3, f5  11 Nf2, Qd5  12 e4, fxe4  13 Bg2, Bf5  14 d3 when White is OK.  Gordon, in the spirit of the opening,concentrates instead on his lead in development.  I believe White should now capture, 10 Nxd3+, Qxd3 and try to slowly develop his tangled position with perhaps d3 / Qd2 /Qf4. He must beware of Bg2? allowing ...Rxh2!

b) Fatally taking the rook from protecting the h pawn.  19 Qf1 could have been tried.
