Black played 1...Qd5+ and lost (Trapi-Forintos 1961).  Can you see what he should have played (2 moves)?
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The recently completed WA Championship could be seen as a clash of generations with Yita Choong (12) and Dennis Holland (19) competing for top honours with players with 40 to 60 years more experience.

This clash of generations is a regular phenomenon in tournament chess and was specifically catered for in a recent event in Igualada, Spain, in a four player double round robin.  Contestants were Viktor Korchnoi, 74, 4 times USSR Champion and twice challenger for the world title, Alexander Beliavsky, 51, originally from Ukraine, World Junior Champion in 1973, USSR Champion 1974, 1990, Andrei Volokitin, 19, from Ukraine, 2004 World Junior Champion, and Luke McShane, 21, from England. Unlike WA, youth triumphed with McShane winning with 4/6 followed by Volokitin (3.5), Beliavsky (2.5) and Korchnoi (2). Here is the final round win which secured top spot for McShane:

a)  White has an imposing centre but is behind in development.  This fine pawn sacrifice puts White even further behind.  If now 14 fxe5, Nc6  15 Nge2, Nxd4  16 Nxd4, Nd7 is good for Black.

b)  16 h5 looks better – 16...Re8+  17 Nge2, g5 is messy.

c)  Not 16...Bg4??  17 Bxf6!  Now this is threatened.

d)  Black’s ability to attack White’s king (note the raking bishop) more than compensates for the pawn minus.

e)  Black can win with 29...Re8: if 30 d7, Rxe2+!  31 Qxe2, Bxc3+  32 Kc2, Na3+! mating.  Instead Black heads for the better ending.

f)  Black wants the exchange of rooks leaving his bishop superior to the knight in view of White’s vulnerable kingside pawns.
