b) Not 23...dxe4  24 Bf4 winning the queen & highlighting the main weakness in Black’s position, the aligmment of queen & king on the h2-b8 diagonal.

c) A brilliant zwischenzug, the queen can move but has nowhere to go (retreating along the diagonal is of course met with 25 Bf4).

d) With 2 pawns (one the menacing passed pawn on f6) for the exchange White is clearly winning.
