A cute little problem today – White to play & mate in 2 (I Godal 1945):
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The big chess news is the recently started FIDE World Championship Tournament in San Luis, Argentina.  Organised as an attempt to reunite the world title, it failed to secure participation by the retired Gary Kasparov (still rated wold number 1) and his conquerer Vladimir Kramnik.  However the high rankings of the other contestants, FIDE champion Rustam Kasimzhanov and runner-up Michael Adams, Vishy Anand (2), Vaselin Topolov (3), Peter Leko (4), Peter Svidler (5), Judit Polgar (8), Alex Morozevich (17), together with the fact that the tournament is a double round robin with reasonable time limits rather than a knock-out event, mean that the chess world is likely to accept the winner as world champion, leaving Kramnik (7) with little support.  Leading scores after 4 rounds: Topolov 3.5, Svidler 3, Anand 2.5.  The outstanding game so far has been the brilliant sacrificial attack by Anand against Adams:

a)  A new move said to have been prepared by Anand 10 years ago.  Previously 23 Be3, Qd8  24 Bd4 had been played.

b)  The critical move is 23...Nxe1 when attacking moves 24 N3h4 and 24 Nxh6+ can be refuted, leaving the calm 24 Nxe1.  If then 24...Nxd5!?  25 Nxh6+! Bxh6  26 Qxh6, Qd4!  27 e5! Re6!  28 Nf3! Qd1+  29 Kh2, Ne3! (else 30 Ng5) 30 Bxe3, Bxf3  31 Bxg6! Rxg6  32 Rxg6+, fxg6  33 Qxg6+, Kf8  34 exd! winning.  Black can also try 24...Ra1 but 25 Nxh6+, Bxh6  26 Qxh6, Rxb1  27 Rxg6+! fxg6  28 Qxg6+, Kf8  29 Bh6+, Ke7  30 Bg5+, Kf8  31 Qh6+, Kg8  32 Bf6!, Rxe1+  33 Kh2 wins. 

c)  If 27...Re5  28 Bg5 wins and if 27... Ra7  28 Nf5! Qxg3+  29 Kxg3, gxf5  30 Qg5+, Kf8  31 Qf6! Re6  32 Qh8+, Ke7  33 Bg5+, Kd7  34 exd5 also wins.

d) 32...Ra7  33 Qg6+, Kh8  34 Qxe8+, Kh7  35 exd5 when 35...Kxh6 loses to 36 Qe3+.

SOLUTION:  1 d8=B! If 1...Kd2  2 Bg5# or 1...Kd4  2 Bb6#.  White cannot play 1 d8=Q/R because of stalemate while 1 d8=N works against 1...Kd4  2 Ne6# but fails against 1...Kd2.  The promotion obtaining 2 like-squared bishops to dominate the black squares is most unusual and pleasing.
