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WILLETTON  OPEN  POSTPONED.  Due to a double booking at Legacy House the CAWA is unable to hold the Willetton Open this weekend. Unfortunately information was not relayed to to CAWA before last weekend.  Apologies to anyone who might turn up today.  The event has been rescheduled for 5/6 November.

Vaselin Topolov (Bulgaria) seems certain to become World Champion after setting a scorching pace in the FIDE event in San Luis, Argentina.  After 12 of the 14 rounds he has 9 pts, well ahead of Peter Svidler (Russia) and Vishy Anand (India), both on 7.5. Last week I published the exciting Anand-Adams game with Vishy winning after a brilliant series of sacrificial moves.  Vern Stannard has contacted me with analysis showing Adams could have drawn.  Here is the position after White’s move 23 Qd2!!
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As stated last week the critical move is now 23...Nxe1 (Adams played 22...Bxd5) when after 24 Nxe1, Ra1 25 Nxh6+, Bxh6  26 Qxh6, Rxb1 loses after 27 Rxg6+! fxg6  28 Qxg6+, Kf8  29 Bh6+, Ke7  30 Bg5+, Kf8  31 Qh6+, Kg8  32 Bf6! mating.  However Vern points out instead of 26...Rxb1 Black has a move which ensures a draw.  Can you see what it is?

 Australia’s top player Ian Rogers is known for his uncompromising attacking play.  He is not afraid to try unusual and suspect openings leading to double edged positions and his games are always a source of pleasure.  He just failed to win the recent Malaysian Open, losing the critical game to the winner, Chinese teenager Wang Hao, but producing some very entertaining chess:

b)  Making a mess of White’s queenside pawns but giving up the bishop which serves vital defensive duties and leaving serious black square weaknesses.

c)  Not 15 Rxb7, Nxe4!.

d) White doesn’t see the danger of the 2 half pins on the c file

e)  Black has won the exchange but White retains strong attacking chances.

f)  Both defending h6 and unmasking the double rooks.
