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White had been lost for a long time (Bartolitch-Abkin 1902).  He had churlishly continued until a rook , the exchange and a pawn down and facing mate he finally resigned.  He would have been better off giving in earlier for it would have saved him the annoyance of discovering he had thrown in the towel when he had a draw in 3 moves.  Can you see it?
