a)  18 exf6 is a good alternative.  Instead White trades off his bad bishop.

b)  Black declines the pawn offer, instead, at the cost of allowing White’s knight access to d6, putting a stop to the threat of 22 b5.

c)  This appears to open the b file for White’s heavy pieces.

d)  At the cost of the exchange Black ensures his king’s safety.

e)  47...fxg4? loses to 48 Rf2.

f)  Black must advance his pawn mass as quickly as possible.

g)  White must be prepared to give up both rooks for Black’s menacing pawns.
