I have recently received notification from adjudicator Mike Partis of the awards for the Best Game from both the 2006 WA Championship and Championship Reserves.  The two games are very contrasting with the Championship game a miniature with a sparkling sacrificial kingside attack while the Reserves prize is for a long game featuring a well-played endgame.  What the two games do have in common is that the unfortunate loser is the same player in each game.

First then the Reserves: Adam Haasse – Dennis Holland (2006 WA Championship, Round 7). Position after 37 Rxa5 (apologies to readers who are disappointed at not getting a puzzle). Black’s only advantage is his more compact pawn formation with only 2 pawn islands to White’s 3. While White has a passed a pawn, his d pawn is vulnerable.

a) This makes White’s usual pawn storm on the kingside (g4, h4) much more difficult.  White therefore decides to castle kingside and develop his pieces quickly.

b)  Making Black’s hoped for break on the queenside with …b5 very difficult.

c)  White, in contrast to Black, has developed his pieces speedily and effectively and now utilises his central pawn majority to make a decisive advance.

d)  18…Neg4, seeking exchanges to ease his cramped position, appears logical but White’s position would remain manifestly superior.
