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White to play and win (2 variations, 6 and 8 moves).  Black’s exposed king spells danger and although White doesn’t succeed in his attempted mating attack he does succeed in snaring the opposing queen (move 3 is the tricky one).

AMAZING  MOVE  AT  MAN  v  MACHINE  MATCH
World Champion Vladimir Kramnik could be well pleased with the way his 6 game match with Deep Fritz was going.  Facing an improved version of the computer which drew with him 4-4 in 2002 and is now able to calculate 8 million moves a second (roughly the ability to calculate 9 moves ahead for each side), Kramnik had drawn the first game comfortably in a knight v bishop ending and with a threatening queenside majority had gained an advantage with Black in the second.  Fritz had worked up some counter play against Kramnik’s king but the champion seemed unperturbed.  ‘He made his 34th move calmly, picked up his cup and was about to leave the stage to go to his rest room.  Fritz operator Mathias Feist kept glancing from the board to the screen and back, hardly able to believe that he had input the correct move.’ (This Week in Chess).  What was Kramnik’s sensational move?  Play through the game to find out.

Kramnik now played 34…Qe3 to force off queens and win the ending, only to allow 35 Qh7#.  He briefly grasped his forehead in anguish before signing the scoresheet and leaving to attend a planned press conference.  34…Kg8 leads to draw after 35 Ng6, Bxb2 (35…Qf7  36 Qa8+, Kh7  37 Nf8+, Kg8/h8  38 Ng6+ =) 36 Qd5+, Kh7  37 Nf8+, Kh8  38 Ng6+ =.  Kramnik will need all his steely resolve to recover from this amazing blunder.
