With one white rook trapped and his last pawn in danger a draw looks likely (Visser-Timman 2006).  Look carefully and find a win for White in 3 moves:
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Game 5 in the Kramnik – Deep Fritz was the world champion’s last opportunity with White to pull level after his disastrous loss in Game 2 when he overlooked a mate in one.  The game, despite the early exchange of queens, was certainly exciting with both sides trying to drum up mating attacks:

a) Geller-Spassky 1965 was drawn after 17 Bxf6.  Kramnik hopes to make something of the 2 bishops against bishop and knight but the Black knight proves the dominating minor piece.

b) Providing protection to the knight and guarding against backrow mates.

c) Fritz expected the complicated 27 Re5! Ra2+  28 Rb2!  Nc3+  29 Kd3, Rxe5  30 Rxa2, Rxe3+  31 fxe3, Nxa2  32 Kc4, Nb4  33 Kxc5 with a likely draw.

d) Black again needs to guard against a backrow mate.

e) Threatening 31 Rxe4! Rxe4  32 Rb8+  mating.

f)  Now threatening 32 Rxh6  33 Rh8#.  

g) Countering with the threat of 32…Nd3+  33 Kd1, Rf1#.

h) Drawn by repetition after 33 Ke1, Nf2  34 Kf1, Nh3+  35 Ke1, Nf2.
