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Basman-Balshan, 1981, looks complicated - if 1 dxe4, Qg4+ - but White finds a brilliant mate in three.
Magnus Carlsen was unable to maintain his hold of top place in the eight player Super Grandmaster Morelia-Linares tournament when the players resumed the second half of the event in Spain after the Mexico games. Viswanathan Anand’s brilliant victory over the Norwegian teenager in Round 9 enabled the Indian to take a one point lead (cut to a half point after Carlsen was the sole winner in Round 10):
