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Carlsen-Anand (Morelia 2007):  under pressure White simplified with 1.Be4!? but despite the opposite coloured bishops lost the endgame after 1…Bxe4  2.Rxc5, Rd1+  3.Ke2, Rb1.  Post-game analysis showed that White could draw with 1.gxf, gxf  2.exf. Black appears to have an overwhelming position after 2…Rd2 but by concentrating on Black’s main weakness White has a drawing resource.  Can you find the move?
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Sixteen year old Magnus Carlsen was unable to maintain his challenge to Viswanathan Anand at Linares,  losing in the final round to Peter Leko which gave the Hungarian his only win and a 50% score. Anand finished with 8.5/14, a point ahead of Carlsen and Alexander Morozevich who after scoring only 2/7 in Mexico had the best score in Spain, 5.5/7.  Anand’s victory will earn him top place for the first time when official ratings come out in April. Today’s game is another wild struggle involving Vasily Ivanchuck:
