Last week I returned to the theme of Strategic Undevelopment.  Following research I have discovered the record for number of moves by a winning player to reach a position with all his pieces back on their original squares is 17.  Here is the start of one of these games (Kostinseva – Berg, Corus C 2007) 1.e4 e6 2.d4 d5 3.Nc3 h6 4.Bd3 c5 5.dxc d4 6.Nce2 Nc6 7.Nf3 Bxc5 8.0-0 Nge7 9.a3 e5 10.Ng3 h5 11.b4 Bd6 12.Nh4 Ng8 13 Nhf5 Bf8 14.b5 Nb8 15.f4 h4 16.Ne2 g6 17.fxe gxf 18.exf….  After the piece win Black was able to consolidate to reach this position.  Find his best move (is the obvious move a winner or is it a blunder?):
