The World Junior Championship (80 players) was played in Armenia from October 2 to17. The championship, begun in 1951, has included world champions Anand, Kasparov, Karpov and Spassky among its winners. Surprise winner this year was Ahmed Adly (Egypt) with 10/13, followed by Ivan Popov (Russia) 9.5, Wang Hao (China) & Dmitry Andreikin (Russia) 9.  UK GMs Gawain Jones and David Howell scored 8.5 & 7 respectively while Australian Vincent Sutton scored 4. Fourteen year old Wesley So (Philippines) gained a fine 7.5, coming =17th.
