White to play and win (2 moves)

The final results of the Corus event meant I was unable to report on the Australian Junior Championships last week. One hundred and sixty-eight boys and girls from all over Australia attended the championships in Sydney, including seven from WA.  Australian Junior Champion (Under 18) was outstanding ACT junior Junta Ikeda with 10.5/11, two points ahead of his nearest rivals.  Junta gained the treble with top spot in the Lightning and Rapid-Play events.  WA had three players in the 81 player championship with Yita Choong scoring 7 (=10th), Chirag Saroha 5 and Chris Boni 4.  In the Under 12 Championship James Brown scored 5 and Caleb Thomas 4.5.  Tayla Wood scored 5.5/11 in the Girls Under 12 while Amy Brown scored 7/13 in the Girls Championship (Under 18).  Amy not only gained 2nd Under 14 prize but created something of a sensation with her Round 11 defeat of the favourite for the Girls’ title. Tournament Bulletin 9 started, ‘It is very unusual for the bottom seed of a tournament to defeat the top seed, but it happened yesterday as the unrated Western Australian, Amy Brown, defeated Victorian Sally Yu.’

a) A bizarre move of Steinitz, ignored for 70 years until taken up by Bobby Fischer.  When I remarked to WA champion Tristan Boyd how well prepared Amy seemed to be Opening-wise, he told me she had gone over with a most rudimentary Opening knowledge.  She is clearly a very quick learner as she follows grandmaster moves here and in other games. 

b) A too obvious move. The developing 9…Bc5 or the aggressive 9…g5 are both preferable.

c) Premature, Black should castle kingside and centralise her rooks.

d) This pin leads to the loss of a second pawn as White counters with a pin of her own.

e) b4 was ineffective because of …Bd4.  However it is now a threat.

f) White was threatening 24.Bd7!

g) Black was planning to drive the bishop from the a1-h8 diagonal by 26…Na4.

h) Preventing the 27…Nf4 fork of queen and rook.  The loss of the rear h pawn is inconsequential.

i) 30…c5 is better avoiding the coming pin.

j) A delightful sacrifice securing mate in eight moves.
k) It’s mate after 40…Be5 41.Qxe5+ Rf6 42.Qxf6+ Kg8 43.Qg7#
