FIDE has finalised plans for a Grand Prix for 2008-09 with a planned six 14-player tournament series comprising 21 of the world’s top players plus reserves.  Each player will compete in four events with his best three results counting.  Prizes for each event will total over $200,000 with a final fund of over $400,000.  Today’s game is a Gary Kasparov brilliancy played in the 1988-89 World Cup Grand Prix when he was 26.  Kasparov topped the GP, winning three of his four events and coming equal first with arch rival Anatoly Karpov in the fourth.

Black should accept but it would mean facing a fierce attack from the world’s best player - 12…exd5 13.exd+ Be7 14.Nf5 (not 15.Re1? 0-0! 16.Qxe7 Rfe8 trapping the queen) 14…Ne5 (the passive 14…Qd8 15.Re1 Ng8 loses to 16.Bf4 Kf8 17.Nxe7 Qxe7 18.Qxe7+ Nxe7 19.Bxd6 Re8 20.Rxe7! Rxe7 21.Re1) 15.Nxg7+ Kd8 16.Bb2 with two pawns and a continuing attack for the piece.  Black could also try 13…Kd8 but an attempt to escape with the king to the queenside would be met by the line-opening a4/5. 
b)13…e5 would likely be met by 14.Nxf6+ Nxf6 15.Nf5 g6 16.Nh6.

c) Not 15…Bxf6 16.Nxf6+ Nxf6 17.e5! dxe 18.Bxb7 Qxb7 19.Qxe5 Ke7 (if 19…Qe7 20.Nc6! wins)

20.Nxe6! fxe6 21.Rd6.

d) 16…Rc7 was better.
e)  Salov, who came third in the World Cup, thought Kasparov’s idea was now 21.Re1 Qb7 22.Qxe7+ Qxe7 23.Kxg2 with the better ending. The reality is more cruel.
f) 23…Bc8 loses to 24.Nd5!

g) Black had hoped for 26.Rxc6? Qxe6 27.Rxe6 Kd7 28.Rxe7+ Kxc6.
h) If 26…Bb5 27.Qc8+ Qd8 28.Qe6 (threat 29.Rc8) 28…Bd7 29.Qxd6.

i) One of the bishops is lost.
