A strong but disappointingly small field of sixteen contested the South West Open last weekend in Bunbury.  With WA’s second highest rated player and three former state champions as well as one of Australia’s top juniors competing, it promised to be a keenly contested event.  After day one Gordon Dunlop led with 3/3. He lost to Tom Donaldson in Round 4 but drew level with Tom after beating Haydn Barber in Round 5. However Gordon dropped to =4th after losing to David Ellis in the final round, leaving Albany junior Tom Donaldson winner after he had comfortably defeated Ned Tomic.  Results: 1st Tom Donaldson with 5/6 (draws with Barber & Ellis), =2nd Haydn Barber and David Ellis (4.5), =4th Gordon Dunlop, Michael Horstmann (4). Tom Donaldson was awarded the titles of both South West champion and WA Country champion. The Under 1750 prizes were shared between Chris Cuellar, Gary Donaldson (Tom’s father) and Guy Booth (3/6).  Both Chris and Gary would have been pleased not only with their scores but with their victories over many times WA champion Wolfgang Leonhardt.  Here is Gordon Dunlop’s enterprising win over WA’s number 2 player Michael Horstmann:

b) A standard pawn sacrifice to open lines against the White king.
c) 22…Nxe6 gives up an important defensive piece as well as creating a dangerous passed pawn and a knight outpost on d5.
d) White’s queen must return to blunt Black’s attack.
e) A speculative sacrifice to open up the diagonal for the Queen.
f) Black could refute White’s play with 32…Qd4 eyeing b2 and threatening …Rxa2 as well as …Qd3 blocking White’s queen.  If then 33.Nf6+ Kf7 or 33.Nd6 Rxa2! 
g) Here 33…Bxf6 is required (34. Rxb7 Qxa2 and White has nothing better than draw by repetition with Rg1+/h1+/g1+).
h) 36…Bf6 37.Qxf6#.
