SOLUTION:  1.f7 (threat 2.f8=Q 3.Qe7#).  However if Black’s e pawn captures 2.f8=Q? is stalemate.  Therefore underpromotion is required: if 1…exd4 2.f8=B! Kf6 3.Ra6# or 1…exf4 2.f8=R! Kd6 3.Rf6#.   Black king moves force the other two promotions: 1…Kf6 2.f8=N! exd4 3.Rf7# or 1…Kd6 2.f8=Q Kc6 3.Qc5# or 2…Ke6 3.Qe7#.
