Everyone seems to be fixated by the Beijing Olympics.  Interestingly Chess was played as a team competition at the 1924 Olympics in Paris although not as an official sport.  This was the forerunner of the Chess Olympiads which will be held this year in Dresden in November.  Australia, even after the retirement of GM  Ian Rogers, has selected a strong team and will hope to perform at least as well as in Turin in 2006 when coming =20th (seeded 50th).  The team: 1. GM Zong-Yuan Zhao, 2.IM David Smerdon, 3. IM Stephen Solomon, 4. GM Darryl Johansen, 5. IM George Xie.  Russia has selected a very powerful team and will almost certainly start favourites.  They will hope to make up for their embarrassing =6th in Turin behind winners Armenia, China, USA, Israel and Hungary.  Here is an Australian win from Turin:

Defending champion Tristan Boyd maintained his lead in the WA Championship defeating Eddy Seah in Round 6.  Other top board results: Barber (4) def Kurniawan (4), Hare (4) def Dunlop (3.5), Choong (3) lost to Ganaesh Viswanath  (3.5). Round 7 brings together the young defending champion Tristan Boyd and ex-champion Haydn Barber who first won the championship as a teenager in 1970 and won another eleven times between 1990 and 2006. Other leading pairings: Mohammad Jahangirian (4) – Tim Hare (5), Ganesh Viswanath (4.5) – Stephanus Kurniawan (4), Dave Dempster (4) – Eddy Seah (4).
SOLUTION: 1.Rb5!  If now 1…Qxb5 2.Qxg8+ wins while if 1…Qc4 2.Qb7#: however Black, aware of White’s just created back row vulnerability, counters with 1…Re8! (2.Rxd5 Re1#).  White has nothing better than 2.Rb1 when Black repeats the position with 2…Rg8 again forcing 3.Rb5 with a draw.
