In today’s article the Ruy Lopez is again explored although more by coincidence than intent.  I recently read an article on the Chessville site detailing ‘a unique chess match … underway between Earth and Space’ in which children from an elementary school in Washington select up to four moves to play against Space Station astronaut Greg Chamitoff.  Which of the possible moves is chosen is determined by online voting.  Chamitoff, a flight engineer on the STS-124 space shuttle, whose chess pieces have been fitted with velcro to prevent them from floating away in the weightless conditions, had defeated all comers from the mission’s base stations and needed some tougher opposition.
