a) 14.Bf4 is playable – 14…Qxb2 15.Reb1 Qa3 16.Rxb7.
b) White’s superior development encourages Topalov to sac a pawn. 

c) 18…Bxd4 leads to trouble – 19.Rxd4 Qxc2 20.Bxf6 Bc6 21.Rg4 g6 22.Qe3 Qf5 23.Rf4 Qd5 24.Rf3! winning.
d) 24.Qd6 Ba5 25.Qxe6+ Rf7 26.Ra1 is approximately even.

e) Also good were 25…Bc8 and 25…Kf7!  Kamsky spent 30 mins on this move leaving him a move a minute to the 40 move time control.

f) 28.Rxa3 leads to equality but Topalov complicates in an attempt to exploit Kamsky’s time trouble.

g) Black should play 31.b4! not fearing 31.d7 Reb8 32.d8=Q+ Rxd8 winning.
h) This loses: Black has 32…Bd3!! remaining on top after 33.Rxc4 bxc4.

i) Kamsky loses a rook and resigns on move 45 leaving Topalov victor 4.5-2.5 with 3 wins, 3 draws and 1 loss.

Angel Yu, a 12 year old Perth Modern student, is another in a line of keen young chess players to achieve academic excellence after gaining the top mark of all WA students in the Australian Mathematics Olympiad and thus gaining selection in the Australian team (report and picture West March 3).
