CHESS IN THE USA (Part V)
Fischer – Fine 1963:  White, with an overwhelming advantage in development for his two pawn deficit, forces Black’s resignation with his next move:
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   The goal Morphy, Pillsbury, Marshall, Fine and Reshevsky all failed to reach was finally achieved on Friday September 1, 1972 when Boris Spassky resigned the 21st game of the World Championship match in Reykjavic, Iceland.  Bobby Fischer had become world champion, heralding a meteoric rise in interest in chess in the USA.  Most readers will be familiar with many details of the life of this flawed genius. Born in Chicago on March 9, 1943, Bobby was brought up by his divorced mother who gave him and his elder sister a chess set when he was six. At 13 he won the US junior championship and the US championship for the first time the following year and soon after gained the Grandmaster title.  He single-handedly took on the Soviet chess organisation in his pursuit of the world title and then, after defeating Spassky,  obstinately refused to come to agreement with FIDE over terms of his intended defence against Anatoly Karpov, resulting in his loss of the title.  The chess world can only regret not witnessing that match and then perhaps a title defence against Gary Kasparov.  Instead Fischer became a pariah, on the run from US authorities and then held in custody in Japan before being granted citizenship in Iceland where he died January 17, 2008.  
   The game below is not the most famous of Fischer’s win at the age of 13 against Donald Byrne but another brilliant win against Donald’s brother Robert during the course of his amazing 11/11 score in the US championship:

b) Meeting the threat of 15.Ne4.

c) A surprise to Byrne who would be happy after 18…Nxd1.

d) If 21.Kf1 Bxd4+ 22.Qxd4 Re1+! or 21.Kf2 Qd7! 22.Rac1 Qh3 23.Nf3 Bh6 24.Qd3 Be3+ 25.Qxe3 Rxe3 26.Kxe3 Qf5 wins.

e) 22.Qf2 Qh3+ 23.Kg1 Re1+!! 24.Rxe1 Bxd4 wins.
