Although Gary Kasparov has retired from competitive chess, he continues to pursue his interest in the game through writing. (He has also recently been coaching teenage star Magnus Carlsen.)  His most recent book, Kasparov vs Karpov 1975-85, published by Everyman, has won the 2009 English Chess Federation Book Prize.  The book delves into the first two of the five world title matches between Kasparov and Anatoly Karpov, the first the 48 game marathon aborted match, the second Kasparov’s narrow win 13-11. In the words of the three judges, "The book can be read on several levels - as a dramatic story, or as providing insights into opening theory, or as great games enhanced by deep analytical annotations. Kasparov succeeds triumphantly in illuminating every aspect of this historic struggle. He is establishing as formidable a reputation as an author, as he did as a player."

Kasparov recently emerged momentarily from retirement to take on his old foe in an exhibition match in Valencia.  Although Karpov is still active he was well beaten with Kasparov victorious in the Rapid-Play 3-1 and 6-1 in Blitz games. Here is one of Karpov’s two wins in the match:
