LLOYD  FELL (1918 -2010)

Since April I have devoted columns to two recently deceased Grandmasters, Vassily Smyslov, who died aged 89, and Andor Lilienthal, aged 99.  This week is dedicated to an Australian chess icon, Lloyd Fell, who died on May 19 aged 91.  With boundless enthusiasm for the game Lloyd regularly came out in the Australian ratings as its most active player and he played in every Doeberl Cup in Canberra, Australia’s premier annual Open, from its inception in 1963 to 2008, coming =1st in 1978..  He didn’t learn the game until 21 but became a very strong player, winning the NSW championship in 1963 and competing with distinction in a number of Australian Championships.  He was also, I believe, at one time Australian Draughts Champion.  I first met Lloyd in 1974 when we were both competing in the Australian Championship.  With his short rotund figure, baggy trousers, rolled-up sleeves, braces and readiness to bluntly express his opinions, Lloyd stood out. A working class man who worked as a boilermaker with the state railway Lloyd epitomised the rough tough fair-dinkum Aussie.  Here are two Lloyd victories from Australian Championships, the first from Cooma and the second from Perth where he demolishes one of Australia’s greatest players:
