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In the July FIDE ratings only one female, 
Judit Polgar, was in the top 100.  Judit, born 
in Budapest in 1976, has been the highest
 rated woman for over 20 years and remains 
in the world's top 100 (54th) while combining
chess with being the mother of two children. 
The youngest of three chess playing sisters, 
Judit is without doubt the strongest female 
player of all time. She was World Under 12 
& Under 14 Champion and the then youngest ever Grand Master at the age of 15 years 5 months.  She has never participated in Girls’ or Women’s events but has been ever ready to take on the top men, achieving outstanding results enabling her to reach as high as 8th in world rankings. With the 2010 Olympiad less than two months away, a win by Judit Polgar from an earlier Olympiad seems a good choice for today’s game:
