SOLUTION: Black has only one defensive resource, 1…Bxa1 when 2.c6+ can be met by 2…Kb2.  To take away this defence White plays 1.d4! and if Black reopens the diagonal with 1…fxe en passant 2.Qa2#.  White en passant mates occur after 1…a5, 1…c5 & e5 (2.bxa#, bxc# & fxe#).  Other pawn moves suffer similar fates while bishop moves are met by 2.c6# and 1…g1=N+ by 2.Qxg1#.
