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Adams – Van der Waeren 1994: White to play & win (2-4 moves):
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In recent columns mention was made of World Number 1 Magnus Carlsen loss of 3 games at the Olympiad and his loss against Georgia was printed.  Here is another of his losses, against England’s Michael Adams who was for some years one of the top ten GMs.  Carlsen tries an off beat defence, a cross between the Modern and Alekhines Defence, but is crushed on the kingside:

To have lost the FIDE presidency 
would have been a second serious blow to 
Illyuzhinov’s prestige after being forced earlier 
this year to resign as the president of Kalymkia,
