a) This strange looking move opens the a2-g8 diagonal for use by White. 

b) Relying on his superior development, Black is prepared for the displacement of his king.

c) This paralyses White’s queenside as 12.Qxd3 loses a piece to 12…h6.
d) 14.Ba2 is more natural, allowing the advance b4.  Perhaps White was already thinking of a retreat to d1 to bolster the defence of the king.
e) If 23.Bxg4 hxg4+ and White is soon mated.

SOLUTION: (1.Kf3 Bg1 2.Kg1) 2…cxb3 3.Kxg1 Bh5! – a deflection sacrifice, queening after 4.Bxh5 bxc.  The position has the pawn configuration of a Ruy Lopez Exchange (1.e4 e5 2.Nf3 Nc6 3.Bb5 a6 4.Bxc6 dxc6).
