a) 7.Nxe5 Nxe5 8.d4 Bxd4 9.Qxd4 is often played. 

b) The immediate 15...Bb7 is better. 

c) Surprisingly missed by Svidler in his calculations. 

d) This move loses White the advantage. Better 20.Qe4 dxe5 21.dxe5 then if 21…Nf6?! 22.Qh4 Nxe5 23.Bg5 Nxf3+ 24.Nxf3 and Black is virtually lost (24…Kg7? 25.Qh6+ Kg8 26.Bxg6 winning). 21...f5 or even 21...Nxe5?! seem better alternatives.

e) If 23.Nxd4 Qxd4 24.Nc3 Kh7 (not 24…Nxc3?? 25.Qxg6+) 25.Rad1 Nb4 and Black is better. 

f) 23…Nxf6?? 24.Qxg6+) 

g) If 25...Bxc6 26.Qxc6 Qh4 27.Be3 Black is in serious trouble.

h) Loses but if 26.Be3 Rxe3! 27.fxe3 Re8 with a strong attack.

i) This move deflects the white queen, stopping Nc6 or just adds a rook to the attack. If 27.Qxe2 Qg3! mating. “It's something you see in Anderssen games,” remarked Svidler who was delighted with his play. It might remind readers of Pillsbury – Lasker (St Petersburg 1895/6) where Lasker sacrificed both rooks (shown in the West July 2002).
