a) 11…exd 12.cxd h5 13.h3 would better protect the king from attack.

b) Again 15…h5 16.g5 Ne8 maintains the pawn shield around the king.

c) Preparing to break open the kingside by a sacrifice.

d) White allows the loss of his advanced pawn to activate his bishop although the immediate 26.dxe6 may have been better.

e) Better 34.Rh2 Nc6 35.Re2.

f) Again 37.Rh2 (37…Nc4 38.Bxc4 Qxc4+ 39.Kg1=).

g) White had to play 38.Qd2 but the game is slipping away.  White’s latter stage errors are almost certainly the result of a time scramble.

SOLUTION: 1…d3!! and now if 2.Rxd3? Rxf2+!! ( a brilliant clearance sacrifice) 3.Kxf2 c2 and queens. Play continued 2.Kf3 d2 3.Ke4 Rc1 4.Nxc3! draw (4…Rxc3 5.Rxd2).
