Among the 256 players at the Gibraltar Masters were over 20 women including the strongest ever female Judit Polgar, world women’s champion 17 year old Hou Yifan as well as the female champions of China, Russia, Ukraine, India and USA. The tournament director Stuart Conquest said, “Never before have so many of the world’s top women joined leading male players to compete in the same tournament.” 
The Festival celebrated its tenth year as well as the 60th anniversary of Queen Elizabeth’s accession to the British throne and it seemed fitting that the event was opened by beauty queen Miss Gibraltar and commemorative stamps issued to mark the event. An eagerly anticipated clash between Judit Polgar and Hou Yifan resulted in a win for the Chinese world champion with Hou Yifan going on to share first place with 8/10, defeating four players ranked in the top 50 in the world along the way.
