WORLD  CHAMPIONSHIP:  The first four games of the world championship between champion Viswanathan Anand and challenger Boris Gelfand were drawn.  Of these Game 3 was the most exciting with castling on opposite sides and Anand with an extra passed pawn on the 6th being unable to stop Gelfand gaining a perpetual check with doubled rooks on the 7th.
SOLUTION:  1.Ra3! (threatening 2.Rd3 & 3.Rd4#: attempts to reach d4 via the 8th rank fail to 1…Nc5 and if 1.Ra1 Nc1!) 1…Nxe2 (the king cannot run) 2.Rd3!! Kxd3 3.Bf5#.
