After the two decisive games, Gelfand’s win in Game 7 and Anand’s in Game 8, the remaining four games were drawn leaving the score at +1, =10, -1 for each player. The contestants now play 4 games of Rapid Play (25 mins with 10 secs per move for each player) and, if the score is still level, two games of Blitz (5 mins + 10 secs per move) will be played and repeated until a winner emerges. Of the final four draws Game 9 was the hardest fought and most interesting with Anand fighting to hold an endgame with rook, knight and pawn for the queen:

b)  This move, which surprised commentators, leaves Black with 2 knights against 2 bishops and may allow a white bishop access to a6.
c)  Rather than allow White a dangerous passed pawn Black gives up his queen for rook, knight & pawn, judging that the establishment of a knight on d5 will help create a impenetrable defence.
d) Black wants the bishop off the board and is prepared to accept a broken kingside.
e) Intending to advance to a6 when Qb7 might be a threat. 30.Qb8 Re7 31 Qd6/8 might be better preventing Black from immediately setting up a drawing blockade. 
f)  Creating a weakness on g5 but can White make anything of it?
g) Not 44…Nxg4? 45.Qb7!
h) Better 42…Kh6 repeating the position reached after move 38.

i) Not 45.Nd5? 46.Qg5+ Kh7 47.f5! winning.
