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Last week we were introduced to Efim Bogoljubov 

(1889-1952), Ukranian by birth who took German 

citizenship in 1927 and who twice unsuccessfully 

challenged Alexander Alekhine for the world title.  

There was considerable hostily between Alekhine 

and Bogoljubov and I remember hearing a story

that Alekhine related a dream in which he died 

and was interviewed at the Pearly Gates by St Peter 

who asked him what he had done in life to deserve 

admission to heaven.  Alekhine told him he had 

devoted his life to chess and had become world 
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champion but St Peter was unimpressed and stated

that chess was a frivolous activity and no chess 

players would ever go to heaven.  Looking around 

Alekhine saw Bogoljubov inside and pointed this 

out to St Peter who replied, “Bogojubov is no chess 

player, he only thinks he is.”

Today two games using the defence named after him, 

the Bogoljubov or Bogo-Indian Defence, 1.d4 Nf6 

2.c4 e6 3.Nf3 Bb4+, both showing the common idea 

of exchanging bishop for queens knight to secure 

control of the e4 square:
