c) 19.Qxb6 is met by 19…Nd4 with the initiative.

d) The players have now entered the early stages of a difficult ending with both sides possessing a passed pawn.

e) Preventing 27.Be3.

f) 33.Bxg3 loses time – 34.h6 Be5 35.h7 Bg7 (else 36.Bf6!) 36.Rf8 b4 37.h8=Q Bxh8 38.Rxh8 although Black is still fighting with N + 4p v R + B.

g) Allowing the knight to defend against the pawns’ advance via e7.

h) If 47…Nh8 – 48.g6 d2 49.g7 d1=Q 50.Rxd1 Kxd1 51.gxh8=Q b1=Q+ when White’s advanced g pawn gives him the advantage as in the game.

i) Krush’s sugestion 51…Ka1 was better as was her 52…Kc1.

j) Bacrot’s 54…Qd5 gives a theoretical draw.

TRAGIC ACCIDENT IN VICTORIA

Six members of the Melbourne Chess Club were returning from the Doeberl Cup in Canberra on Easter Monday when their car rolled off the Hume freeway in NE Victoria. Andrew Saint & Hannibal Swartz, both in their 30s, were killed, James Morris & Dimitri Partsi were seriously injured while Anthony Hain & Paul Cavezza were less seriously injured.  Speed, drugs & alcohol have all been ruled out and it is thought a mechanical fault, perhaps a burst tyre, was the cause.
To the families involved and to the Victorian chess community WA sends its sympathies and the hope for a speedy recovery for those injured.
