a) 9.e4 seems logical, gaining a hold in the centre and securing the f5 square.

b) 12. The start of White’s problems with the further advance on move 13 enabling the Black knight to take up a dangerous position on h5.

c) With an inferior position White takes whatever is offered and hopes to defend against the coming attack

d) If  26.Rg3 Black can break through with 26…Nxc1 27.Qxc1 Nxf3.

e) The only move to keep the game alive.

f) Threatening 36…Rg3#.

g) With his rook cut off Black has to take care not to allow White’s rook to check mate.

h) Threatening 41.b6! axb 42.Ra3! h5 43.Ra8+ Kh7 44.Bg8+ Kg8 45.Be6+ drawing: if the immediate 40.b6 axb 41.Ra3 Black wins with 41…h5+.
i) The exchange of rooks deprives White of his chances of attacking Black’s king.  Now Black only needs to bring his king into play to watch White’s passed d pawn. 43.Rxe3 Qxe3+  44.Kg4 h5+  45.gxh6 gxh  46.Nxg6+ Kg7  47.Ne7 h5+  48.Kf5 Qf3+  49.Ke5 Qg3+  50.Kf5 Qxh4  51.Nc6 Qa4  52.Ke5 Qxb5  53.Kd6 h5  54.Kc7 Qb6+  55.Kc8 Kf6  56.a4 a5  57.Kd7 Qe3  58.Kc7 Qg3+ 59.Kb6 h3  60.Bxh3 Qxh3  61.Kxa5 Qb3  62.d6 Qc3+  63.Kb6 Ke6  64.Nd8+ Kd7  65.Nb7 & resigns (65...Qb4+ not 65...Qc6+ 66.Ka5 Qxb7?? stalemate)
