While there are still nearly three weeks to go before the 12 game World Championship match between champion Viswanathan Anand (India) and challenger Magnus Carlsen (Norway), other aspiring contestants have been vying throughout the year to win selection to the 2014 Candidates tournament to find the next challenger. Two of final places were decided at the recent Paris Grand Prix event which was won on countback by Fabiano Caruana 

(Italy) over Anand’s previous challenger Boris Gelfand (Israel), after both finished on 7/11. 
The win proved bitter sweet for Caruana who needed an outright first place to be 2nd in the 
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GP standings to gain entry to the 

Candidates. The two GP places went            to Veselin Topalov (Bulgaria) and Shakhriyar Mamedyarov  (Azerbaijan).   

Other 2014 candidates will be the loser of the Anand/Carlsen match, Levon Aronian

 (Armenia) and Sergey Karjakin (Russia) by rating and winner and runner-up from the 2013 World Cup, ex-champion Vladimir Kramnik and Dmitry Andrekin (both Russia). This leaves one vacancy with the player to be selected by

FIDE.

 In 1989 Boris Gelfand was described by Gary Kasparov as ‘one of the most talented players of his generation’.  At 45 Gelfand remains one of the top players, rated 7th in the world.
