WORLD TEAMS CHAMPIONSHIP (II)

The ten teams competing in the World Teams Championship held in Turkey comprised the previous winner, the top three teams in the previous Olympiad, four continent champion nations, the host country and one FIDE selection.  After winning the first 5 rounds Ukraine lost 1.5–2.5 to Netherlands in Rd 6 and by a similar score to Russia in Rd 8.  Russia, despite struggling to beat Egypt 2.5-1.5 in the final round, finished top with +7, =1, -1 (23/36 game points).  China was second with +7, -2 (22) with Ukraine third with +7, -2 (21).  These three teams were well ahead of USA & Armenia +4, =2, -3, Netherlands & Germany +4, =1, -4, Azerbaijan +3, =1, -5, Turkey +1, =1, -7 and Egypt  -9. The top scores on Board 1 were Levon Aronian (Armenia) 6/8, Hikaru Nakamura (USA) 4.5/7, Vassily Ivanchuk (Ukraine) 5/8.

a) Accepting the pawn gives White domination of the c file after 19…cxb 20.cxb Qxb4+ 21.Ndb3.

b) The blocked position leaves White with no constructive ideas. Black’s obvious plan would be to mass his heavy pieces on the h file in preparation for …h4 but Kramnik instead sacrifices a piece to open the centre, taking advantage of White’s disorganised position where his knight on a5 is trapped and his black-square pawns vulnerable.

c) If 33.Kd2 (33.Kc2 Bg6) 33….Bh6  34.Bd1 (else 34…Bxe3+! Nxe3 35.Re6) 34…Re6 with a decisive breakthrough.

d) Black threatened 37…d4!
