A visit today to the Town Hall in Springvale, SE of Melbourne, would present a view of nearly 200 hushed participants in intense thought at the 11 round 2014 Australian Open Championships - 42 in the main event, 93 in the Reserves and 57 in the Challengers (Under 1600).  With many of the leading Australian players from all over the country and a sprinkling of overseas players, competition has been fierce as participants strive for honours and the personal satisfaction of playing near error free chess.  After 7 rounds Australian champion, teenager Bobby Cheng, and fellow Australian Moulthun Ly are locked in a three-way tie with Russian GM Vasily Papin on 5.5 with Igor Bjelbork and former child prodigy Tu Hoang Thong (Vietman) a half point behind. West Australians Yita Choong and Marc Vliestra have 3 and 1.5 respectively.  In the Reserves former Australian champion Doug Hamilton leads with 6.5/7 while WA’s Richard Lilly and Dennis Holland have 4, Robert Hvistendahl and George Carolin-Unkovich 3.5 and Edward Ottschoffski 3.
