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The Australian Open at Springvale Town Hall, 
Victoria, finished last weekend with victory 
going to 21 year old IM Max Illingworth with 
8/11 (+7 =2 -2). Runners-up were Tu Hoang 
Thong (Vietnam), Moulthun Ly and Karl Zelesco 
on 7.5 followed by Vasily Papin (Russia), Igor 
Goldenberg, Australian champion Bobby Cheng 
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and Anton Smirnov with 7. Top rated player Papin failed to win a game from Rd 4 on. WA’s two players would be disappointed with their scores – Yita Choong with 5 and Marc Vliestra with 2.5.  In the Reserves winner was former Australian champion Doug Hamilton (my very first opponent in the Australian Championships way back in 1973) with the fine score of 9.5/11. WA players scores: Edik Gilmetdinov 7, Dennis Holland 6.5, Richard Lilly and George Carolin-Unkovich 6, Robert Hvistendahl 5.5, Evan Yeung 4.5, Edward Ottshoffski 3.5.  Edik gained the Reserves prize for Best Finish with 4.5 from his last 5 games. Open winner and Australian Olympiad player Illingworth started playing competitive chess at nine, has been NSW champion three times and was Australian Playerof the Year in both 2011 and 2012.
