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      Diemer
It’s over six months since the third in an alphabet series of players who have given their name to openings.  This week begins a look at the Blackmar-Diemer Gambit (1.d4 d5 2.e4). Named firstly after Armand Edward Blackmar (1826-88) its (limited) later popularity was due to the diligent efforts of Emil Joseph Diemer (1908-1990). The aim of the gambit is the utilisation of minor pieces and queen assisted by the rook on the half-open f file to attack Black’s king which normally castles kingside.

Blackmar was an accomplished violinist and pianist who, with his brother Henry, founded the Blackmar Brothers Music Publishing House which operated out of New Orleans. Their issue of six editions of the ‘The Bonnie Blue Flag’, a song which became such a popular rallying cry for the South, led to Blackmar being arrested and fined on the orders of Union general Benjamin Butler.

Blackmar published analysis of his innovative opening gambit which he used with some success.  Here are three short games of his all beginning with 1.d4 d5  2.e4 dxe  3.f3 exf:
