The last round Doeberl Cup game between Yita Choong and Leon Taylor ended with Leon (Black) unleashing a 
fierce sacrificial attack which Yita was unable to withstand:

trip to compete. The top tournament, the Premier, was won

by Romanian GM Liviu Dieter Nispeanu (now resident in 
Germany) on tie-break from fellow Romanian GM Levante 
Vajda after both finished on 7.5. Top Australians in =5th 
place were Stephen Solomon, Moulthon Ly & Andrew 
Brown (6.5). WA scores: WA champion Tristan Boyd &
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Leon Taylor 5, Yita Choong 4, Marc Vliestra, & Australian Under 16 champion George Carolin-Unkovich 3.5, Dennis Holland 3, Edik Gilmetdinov 2.5. Evan Yeung scored 2.5/7 in the Major. 
A highlight of the week was the visit of former world champion Gary Kasparov who spent considerable time in book signing and photo shoots. Kasparov was seeking support for his candidacy for FIDE president.
