b) Again 7…Nxe4 8.d5 Na5 9.Re1=.
c) With a central space advantage White attempts to open up the kingside advantageously while Black will seek counterplay along the open c file.
d) Rather than 34.Rg2 Rxg2 35.Kxg2 White is prepared to jettison his queenside pawns as he needs to keep his rook to break through effectively.

e) It was better to leave the knight protecting the e pawn. However the natural 34…Rxa2 leaves the rook temporarily out of play.
f) Choosing to open up the g file in preference to the natural 35.Nf6+.
g) The counterattacking 46…Ba3 to push the b pawn would make White work harder for the win – 47.e6+ Ke8 48.Ke5 threatening 49.Rb8+ Ke7 50.Bg5+ or 47…Kg8 48.Kg4 Rd3 49.Bd5 b2 50.Rb8+ Kh7 51.Rxb2! or 47…Kf8 48.Kg4 Rd3 49.Kh5 b2 50.Bh6+ Kg8 51.Kg6 Rg3+ 52.Bg5 Bd6! 53.Rxb2 Bf4 54.e7! or 47…Ke7 48.Kg4 Rd3 49.Bg5+ Kf8 50.Kf5 b2 51.Rb8+ Kg7 52.Bf6+ Kh7 53.Rh8#. 

SOLUTION: 1…Qxd2! 2.Qxd2 Bxc6 and Black now has the threats (…Nf3+ & …Rfd8). The game soon finished with 3.Re3 Rfd8 4.Ne8+ Kf8 5.Qe1 Nf3+ 6.Rxf3 Bxf3 & White resigns.
