WORLD CHAMPIONSHIP: The 23 year old Norwegian Magnus Carlsen began his defence of his world title last Saturday against the 2014 Candidates winner and ex-champion, the 44 year old Viswanathan Anand, in the Russian Olympic village of Sochi. At time of writing two games have been played, a draw and a win to Carlsen.  In the first Carlsen nullified an early Anand advantage, coming close to victory and in the second put the Indian under intense pressure before a blunder brought the game to an abrupt end.
